Aims

This Reading for Pleasure Policy aims to:
• Foster and instil a lifelong enjoyment for reading amongst the whole school community;

• Encourage independent and creative thinking;

• Develop an appreciation of different cultures and values;

• Develop a wider knowledge of the world;

• Create empathetic, caring and confident citizens;

• Foster relaxation and concentration and

• Enhance social, emotional and economic development.
This Reading for Pleasure Policy is an addendum to the whole-school English Policy outlining our approach to promoting lifelong reading skills. 
All staff are responsible for reinforcing a positive attitude towards reading for pleasure and enjoyment.

Our Reading for Pleasure strategies include:

· New long term plan (revised 2014) ensuring breadth of author and balance between classic and modern literature to be studied by children in English lessons.
· Investment in large range of books and ‘Bug Club’ ICT based reading programmes
· Parents ‘Reading Workshop’
· TA Reading Updates
· World Book Day celebrations.

· ‘Y6 Reading Champions’ -giving children the opportunity to be positive reading role models to other children. 
· Reading display in the Library.
· Whole school shared book.

· Topic packs ordered each term from the school Library service.

· Whole Class novel

· Reading recommendations and book reviews
· Teachers to provide access to the school library
· Visits to Moreton Library. 
What will this achieve?

Studies have found that children, who express an enjoyment for reading at a young age, go on to be academically more successful than those who don’t. The UK Reading Agency conducted a study which found that:

‘It is vital that children enjoy reading - motivation is essential for acquiring literacy skills. Reading for pleasure is more important than either wealth or social class as an indicator of success at school.’ (based on 2013 research by Dr Alice Sullivan and Matt Brown from the Institute of Education).
