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Specialist Numeracy Support

General Description
Cost is equivalent to 5 Units of support.

Parental Involvement
Parental permission is needed before pupils are put on the Orrets Numeracy programme.

Mentoring of T.A. and overseeing the teaching of 4 pupils

The T.A. is a member of the school staff. Ideally they will spend approximately three half hour sessions with each pupil each week. 
The OMS Numeracy Teacher will spend at least 2 hours each week in the school.
Group Option 

Pupils are taught in small groups of similar ability  by the Outreach Teacher. 

A maximum of 4 pupils in a group. Schools may choose to assign a T.A to do a follow up session. 
Pupils are chosen through the school’s own screening procedures. 
Pupil’s attendance, support at home, and general attitude to learning are generally considered.
The OMS teacher with the T.A., will carry out an initial assessment. The teacher will then write targets for each child. A meeting will be held to discuss the OMS Numeracy programme with the pupil’s parents. Copies of targets will be given to the parents, SENCo., T.A., and class teacher.

Homework

Each child will be given homework to reinforce the work covered in the OMS session and ensure parents are kept informed and involved in what their child is doing.
End of Contract
When the Service is to cease for whatever reason, teaching will continue until the end of the academic term. 
Schools must give Orrets Meadow Services a term’s notice in writing.
