Governor Class Visit – Bears
Tuesday 12th May 2026

Today I had the opportunity of visiting my adoptive class and it is always a pleasure to come into school and meet the children.  I would like to thank everyone, staff and children for making me feel so welcome. 
The focus this term for our visit was the Dimensions curriculum, part of that curriculum is the development of life skills. This activity was about writing a simple message and then posting it.  Registration had already taken place when I arrived and the teacher had all the children sitting on the mat at the front of the class and she went through a series of tasks you would need to go through to prepare, write and post a letter. The use of widgets gave the children visual cues.  It was clearly explained using the smartboard and then the children went to their desks to work with an adult.  The children had an adult at every table and so everyone was well supported.   I was able to walk around and observe how the children were doing and noticed some children had numbers against each task to help them sequence the next action. The children completed the tasks and then pasted them into their workbooks.  All the children were engaged with their learning and were really well behaved and happy.  Once the children worked through the activity they then marked their work using the traffic light system. 
The lesson continued with every child coming up to the front of the class and picking out a name of one of their classmates from an envelope.    They were then given a piece of paper to write or draw something for that person.  Suggestions such as you are a good friend, you are kind were suggestions and all of the children picked something they thought would be nice.  The table work was finalised with every child being given an envelope that had been addressed to their assigned classmate, it was stamped and they folded their message and placed it in the envelope.
We all had the opportunity then of walking to a post box near to the school and every child posted their letter.  During the walk we had to cross a side road, the staff reminded the children of how to cross the road and to stop, listen and then look before crossing.  Staff went each side of the line to ensure extra safety and there were no incidents either going or returning to school.  
It was a lovely activity that enabled the children to understand real life skills and everyone was keen that their letter went into the box.  The fact they were able to physically complete the tasks as well as being instructed strengthen their understanding and enhanced their enjoyment. 
It was lovely to actually get out the classroom with them and experience learning outside the classroom.  I did suggest they perhaps make a note of who had the fastest delivery and they could record that. 
I am looking forward to returning again and finding out who had the best post person!
When the children returned to school they had the opportunity to go to the outside area and have some free time to play.
The children were very well behaved and very polite.  There is such a lovely atmosphere for them to learn in and this is why the children are happy and relaxed.  A huge thank you to everyone, it is such a privilege to share a learning experience.
