Best Fit Approach

Beginning – 1/3 of the criteria for the year group has been achieved
Developing – 2/3 of the criteria for the year group has been achieved

Secure – all or almost all of the year group’s criteria has been achieved and maybe glimmers of next year’s criteria has been too.  The child has achieved Age Related Expectations (ARE)
Report to Parents
Termly parent meetings will enable teachers to share with parents their child’s achievements, targets and whether they are meeting age related expectations. End of year reports will inform parents about the amount of progress their child is making on their learning  journey. The reports will also celebrate effort & achievement and give a way forward to improve their learning.
Progress

3 steps of progress = expected progress (Eg. A3 to A6, P8 to A2)

More than 3 steps of progress = more than expected progress (Eg. A3 to B1, P8 to A3)

KS1 to KS2 – 12 steps is expected progress, 12+ steps is more than expected progress.

Children are allocated either; low, medium or high progress groups depending on their need and their historic rates of progress. Depending on their group, their target for progress will be decided for the year. These groups change as the child progresses through the school or as their needs are identified. A medium child may be set 2 steps to achieve over the year. Every child has a story sheets are filled in to record life events which may affect progress and which interventions the child has accessed.

Trackers
The children are tracked termly and allocated colours; yellow – more than expected progress made, Blue – on track, red – making less than expected progress so interventions will be put in place to get them back on track. The interventions are put on provision maps for each cohort.
